The Results are in:
Survey on the Family !

Each and every Catholic has a right and a re-
sponsibility to speak and act for the good of
the entire Church. Many US Catholics (and
Catholics around the world!) did that when
they responded to the Pope’s survey on the
family this past Fall. This is all in preparation
for an upcoming Synod on The Family. The
Pope really wanted to know what we thought!

Here are few highlights:

e A majority of respondents were Mass-goers (53%)
who have a major investment in the Church

e  Overwhelmingly, respondents see an urgent need
for pastoral care in the Church, an element that has
been missing for too long

e There are major differences between Church
teaching and how the respondents view separated,
divorced and remarried Catholics, contraception,
same-sex marriage and women's roles in the
church

e Respondents expressed both skepticism that their
voices would be heard by most church leaders and
hope that things are changing under Pope Francis

e Respondents expressed one near universal hope
for a church that would be "a place of mercy freely
given, where everyone can feel welcomed, loved,
forgiven and encouraged to live the good life of the
Gospel (Evangelii Gaudium, #114)."
